The new governments claimed rule over all of Korea
and neither accepted the border as permanent. On
25th June 1950, after years of clashes along the
border, the North Korean People’s Army invaded
South Korea, overwhelming the south’s forces. In
response, the USA called on the United Nations
Security Council to invoke the UN Charter and
declare the North Koreans as aggressors. This would
be the first war in which the UN took an active
involvement and called on all members to help the
South. The USA was the first to respond with UN combat troops to support South Korea, followed by
a further 14 nations, including the UK.
